Methodist Retains Top Spot in D-III Poll 

 
 
NEW YORK, NY—The fourth Golf World/NGCA Division III Coaches’ Poll of the 
spring season has been released, combining the resources of Golf World magazine and 
the National Golf Coaches Association (NGCA). The complete results, including results 
from Divisions I and II, will appear in the April 27th issue of Golf World and can be 
viewed online now at www.golfworld.com.  
 
Methodist remains the number one team in the D-III poll, earning 11 of the 12 first-place 
votes. The Monarchs, who are trying to win a 12th straight NCAA title, have yet to win a 
multi-team tournament in the 2008-09 season but have defeated several Division I and II 
schools in various events. 
  
Rounding out the top-five are Wisconsin-Stevens Pt. (No. 2), Gustavus Adolphus (No. 3), 
Southwestern (No. 4) and Middlebury (No. 5).  
 
Wisconsin-Eau Claire (No. 12) cracked the top-10, after being ranked No. 12 in the 
previous coaches’ poll. St. Benedict (No. 23) moved into the top-25.
